Growing Godly Relationships from only God’s Perspective

first thoughts...

Hello Sonfollowers. I have hoped and prayed for each of our summer’s to have brought about 
divine strengthening and healing in Christ throughout all of our relationships. I do hope “so big in 
heart” knowing our God is far bigger than anything we could ever hope for, and...I urge us all to 
continue to pray “big” for each other’s relationships knowing...there is still much ungodly broken 
fellowship among us today, and...we can surely never represent who Jesus Christ is if we are one 
choosing to remain unreconciled with one of God’s own. I do love this thought...

thought - never be willing to break what you will be unwilling to fix, but...always be 
willing to fix what you didn’t break.

I do know that some of us, in our knowing a relationship to need reconciliation, have truly tried to 
reach out to one only receiving unfruitful or even self-defending responses. I know it can seem so 
personal, but...we must always remember that another’s response is only about them...never us. 
Only our own responses define who we truly are in Christ.  Please know...in those moments when 
one’s response, or there lack of, never seems willing to lay down whatever it is they believe to be 
truth which is keeping them from kneeling down beside another in such prayer over the 
situation...we can only offer one an open door and most prayerful knee for reconciliation. We can’t 
make another walk through that door and kneel down beside us as one body in Christ. In fact...we 
should never think to be able to fix what another’s truth insist on keeping broken and 
unreconciled. We simply need to faithfully remain one who is willing to fix anything broken in our 
laying down everything we might think to be truth only at the foot of the Cross for the sake of 
God’s kingdom remaining one; our laying it all down being ever willing to kneel beside another in 
such prayer for reconciliation.

thought - It is never about what we believe to be truth which hurts God’s kingdom...it 
is about one being unwilling to lay down what they believe to be truth which hurts 
God’s kingdom. 

Here is the awesome thing about God’s truth...when we are actually in God’s truth, we will so 
faithfully be willing to lay down His truth at the foot of the Cross,  especially for the sake of God’s 
kingdom remaining one. This very willingness evidences such divine humility within us and our 
living deeply rooted in God’s light of the beautiful message of the Cross. We know...if it is truly 
God’s truth we are laying down, it will only powerfully rise again in many hearts! Thus, our 
thinking to know God’s truth should never keep us from laying it down at the foot of the Cross. 
We must note...only in our laying it down at the foot of the cross will we be willing to kneel beside 
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the one whom we are amiss with. If we lay down our truth before other men...we are simply trying 
to rally support in our own truth. There is no doubt...When one refuses to lay down what they 
believe to be truth for the sake of God’s kingdom remaining one, they are sadly only evidencing 
their clinging way too tightly to a truth they are refusing to let go of. We might be amazed at the 
actual broken fellowship among us today which is only based on one’s insistence to be right rather 
than on what God teaches to be right in His Word. We most certainly never want to be one who 
ever breaks fellowship with one on the basis of what we think to know rather than on what God 
truly does know. On this same subject...  Please don’t forget to read our newest segment in 
Sonfollower Ministries this Fall called “Splash of Water.” These little splashes of living water 
straight from the Word of God, will nourish us to deeper rooting in the beauty of Jesus’ way, truth, 
and life. In our sample preview we discuss broken fellowship in depth. It is so important that we 
do know “when and why” God does encourage broken fellowship with one, as well as...we will 
take a closer look at what godly initiated broken fellowship truly looks like as Jesus’ own life 
examples. This helps us to not only protect ourselves from supporting or appeasing ungodly 
broken fellowship, it also helps us to more quickly spot ungodly broken fellowship in order that 
we might lovingly expose it for what it truly is...sin. Please take some time in sampling our Splash 
of Water before continuing through our preview today.
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Splash of Water
But have no fellowship with the unfruitful works of darkness, but rather expose them... Ephesians 5. 11

thought - companionship is dangerous with one who is choosing to embrace the ways, truths, and life of this 

world rather than their choosing to follow Jesus’ ways, truths, and life. And...what is actual “unfruitful works 

of darkness” is not a matter of our opinion or judgement of what we believe another’s sin to be. It is simply about 

one living a life which has clearly turned against God. Unless one has clearly turned against God closing the 

door on walking in His light...we should never think to have God’s permission to break fellowship with any one 

of His own. This is why much initiated broken fellowship among the church today is simply of darkness rather 

than of God’s light. We can clearly note in how one initiates broken fellowship whether they are in the light of 

God’s truth or only in the darkness of their own. Let’s look at these differences more closely. 

In our phrase at the end of this same verse, “but rather expose them”...we see a clear direction of mission one must 

take if they are truly initiating broken fellowship under God’s authority rather than under their own.... His 

mission requires we remain available and purposeful in that relationship in exposing this one’s choices to be of 

darkness, In fact...we still have a divine purpose in that relationship. though the fellowship must end. What this 

word “exposing” truly looks like in action is revealed in verse 14 of this same chapter...only through our “being” 

the light of who Jesus Christ is will we accurately expose one’s choices to be of darkness, How can we “be” the 

light of who Jesus Christ is to one if we have completely shut ourselves off from this one? thus...we must note 

right away that relationship and fellowship are two completely different things. Relationship, as jesus defines in 

His own life, is about our reaching out, Fellowship, on the other hand, is about our allowing someone else to 

reach in, We must always be one who is just like Jesus...one whose whole life is about “being” the light of who Jesus 

Christ is to those in darkness. yet, we must never allow one in darkness to reach into our life influencing us in 

any way from the Light and who Jesus Christ truly is. 

 

Thus...godly breaking of fellowship is not about one being wrong. It is not even about one being in darkness. We 

must never forget that we are all just as corrupt and of unclean lips as any other. We all fall into darkness. Just 

ask Isaiah, David, Abraham, Sarah, Paul, Peter.! Godly breaking of fellowship is only authorized by God when one 

refuses to leave their darkness; when one chooses rather to remain in their darkness as a way of life. So...please be 

very careful in our understanding of this most delicate subject of broken fellowship among the church today. 

There are many among us who sadly abuse its divine intention in their own darkness. We must never 

forget...godly breaking of fellowship will never look like one completely ending the relationship. It will never 

look like one refusing to reach out or be available to any one whom they believe to be in darkness. These are the 

ways, truths, and life of only the Devil having his way among us. When we see these types of reactions which so 

horribly blaspheme who Jesus Christ truly is to any one of us in our own worst of darkness...we are sadly only 

seeing one gripping a way, truth, and life which will only keep them from the very truth they need. Ironically...it 

is these very reactions which need to be exposed as the very unfruitful works of darkness of which we must 

never be in fellowship with, though...we must always remain one who is ever available in “being” to any one in 

their darkness the very light of who Jesus Christ truly is so hoping that they will soon return to His light and 

the fellowship of His own.



journal - journal your thoughts on breaking fellowship with one from the view point of 
who you know yourself to be in God’s light. Why is it so important that we remain one 
who reaches out to one in darkness, yet never one who allows darkness to reach in?... 

Now...not going too far off of our subject, this is where I show great excitement in where this 
ministry is moving this Fall.

In 
fact...I sense so strongly in this ministry, our need to more purposefully remain focused on this 
element especially...Our Growing Up Godly Relationships from only God’s Perspective. How 
do we do that?...Well,  it most certainly isn’t going to be rocket science. We are simply going to 
study each verse in God’s Word emphasizing there to be a divine relationship touching us with His 
every Word...Jesus’ very life to be exact. God’s Word is not just words...God’s Word is the very 
life of Jesus Christ we must be in constant relationship with! As each verse roots us deeper in 
Jesus Christ...godliness and godly relationships will unconsciously bloom. There is no doubt...how 
we receive each verse does effect our relationship with God and with each other. This verse in our 
“splash of water” is a prime example of this...Broken fellowship is very much a biblical truth and 
is a divine necessity in some cases, yet...when we do not receive its truth from only God’s 
perspective; when we do not initiate broken fellowship only in strict adherence to God’s “when 
and why”...we will only end up being the one in darkness refusing to lay down our truth for the 
sake of God’s kingdom remaining one. When God’s truth is received rightly...one fruitfully 
supports the oneness of God’s kingdom whatever the cost. When one receives God’s truth 
wrongly...one unfruitfully supports their own truth at the cost of God’s kingdom remaining one. 
This ministry is about our choosing to be fruitfully rooted only in God’s light, His perspective, His 
truth, His desires so that we can fruitfully bloom in the most beautiful ways, truths, and life of 
only Jesus Christ.

final thoughts...

It truly is not so difficult to grow up genuine godly relationships within God’s church if we are 
looking at it from only one perspective...God’s. It only gets complicated and messy when we all 
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think to know and want to have a say. God’s Word must have the only say! This is why I am so 
excited to continue with our Beatitude Series this Fall having this very question ringing through 
our heart...What truly is godly relationship from only God’s perspective, and...how can this 
ministry divinely grow up a garden of beautiful Sonfollowers who are an eye-stopping vision of 
what truly is godly relationship from only God’s perspective?
