1. It started with not falling into temptation
1. went to making water into wine
1. and confronting and removing demons and evil spirits
1. to making the blind see, the lame walk and even the dead rise
1. and, ultimately, to Jesus rising from the dead.


Jesus’ Character

1. Unselfish
1. Shared the purity of His attention.
1. Forgiving
1. Humble with no indulgence.
1. His enemies could find no fault.  
1. Those who knew Him and wrote about Him said He was without sin!

Is His character evil or well balanced?  Does it have a balance way beyond ours?
Did it fulfill prophecy?


Jesus’ Fulfillment of Prophecy

Jesus fulfilled 328 prophecies spoken by different voices and written from over 500 years.  This includes 29 prophecies alone on the day He died.

Some say Jesus was a clever conman and deliberately set out to fulfill these prophecies. 

The problem with this is the sheer numbers and how information was stored and shared in Jesus’ day.  Secondly, and humanly speaking, He had no control over many events as follows:
1. The exact manner of His suffering
1. The exact manner of His death
1. The place of His burial
1. The place of His birth

Jesus simply couldn’t discover His birth place before He was born if He was not God.


Evidence for His Resurrection

Jesus resurrection is the cornerstone of Jesus and our Christianity!  Jesus rose and left the tomb. Some say He didn’t die.

The Roman flogging that Jesus received, when inflicted on others, caused many to die.

The soldiers were clearly convinced of His death or the body wouldn’t have come down from the cross.  Failing to do this in Roman times meant the death penalty to the guards.

More so, the soldiers already discovered Jesus was dead when piercing His side with a spear and bringing blood and water. John 19:34 “Instead, one of the soldiers pierced Jesus' side with a spear, bringing a sudden flow of blood and water.”   NIV
1. The separation of clot and serum is strong medical evidence that Jesus died.

This is great evidence because, in Jesus’ day, this medical knowledge would not have been known to write about.

Some say the body was stolen by the disciples.  This leaves aside the fact that the tomb was guarded.  When you understand Peter’s reaction after Jesus’ arrest, and the later transformed Peter who preached at Pentecost when 3000 people were converted, it truly makes no sense.

In addition, what the disciples had to suffer for what they believed - floggings, torture, imprisonment, and even death - makes it seem inconceivable that it wouldn’t be true.  Would they do this if something like this is known to be untrue? Would they make that kind of sacrifice?

Lastly some say the authorities stole the body.  This is easy to prove false because when the Good News spread, leaders would have quelled the rumors by presenting the body.

Jesus appeared to over 500 people.  It wasn’t hallucinations.

The disciples saw Jesus’ wounds.  Thomas touched them.

Jesus ate with the disciples.
Luke 24:42
They gave him a piece of broiled fish, and he took it and ate it in their presence.  NIV

Jesus cooked for them.
John 21:1-14
Afterward Jesus appeared again to his disciples, by the Sea of Tiberias. It happened this way:  Simon Peter, Thomas (called Didymus), Nathanael from Cana in Galilee, the sons of Zebedee, and two other disciples were together.  "I'm going out to fish," Simon Peter told them, and they said, "We'll go with you." So they went out and got into the boat, but that night they caught nothing. 

Early in the morning, Jesus stood on the shore, but the disciples did not realize that it was Jesus. 
He called out to them, "Friends, haven't you any fish?" 

"No," they answered. 

He said, "Throw your net on the right side of the boat and you will find some." When they did, they were unable to haul the net in because of the large number of fish. 

Then the disciple whom Jesus loved said to Peter, "It is the Lord!" As soon as Simon Peter heard him say, "It is the Lord," he wrapped his outer garment around him (for he had taken it off) and jumped into the water.  The other disciples followed in the boat, towing the net full of fish, for they were not far from shore, about a hundred yards.    When they landed, they saw a fire of burning coals there with fish on it, and some bread. 

Jesus said to them, "Bring some of the fish you have just caught."  
Simon Peter climbed aboard and dragged the net ashore. It was full of large fish, 153, but even with so many the net was not torn.  Jesus said to them, "Come and have breakfast." None of the disciples dared ask him, "Who are you?" They knew it was the Lord.  Jesus came, took the bread and gave it to them, and did the same with the fish.  This was now the third time Jesus appeared to his disciples after he was raised from the dead.   NIV

Jesus ate and drank with them.
Acts 10:41-42
He was not seen by all the people, but by witnesses whom God had already chosen — by us who ate and drank with him after he rose from the dead.  NIV

Jesus talked and taught them many things about the Kingdom. 
Acts 1:3
After his suffering, he showed himself to these men and gave many convincing proofs that he was alive. He appeared to them over a period of forty days and spoke about the kingdom of God.  NIV
